The move comes at a time
when the number of Indian
Air Force fighter squadrons
has gone down to 31 against
the sanctioned strength of
42. Nearly 13 years ago, the
defence ministry had com-
pleted groundwork for the
procurement of Medium
Multi-Role Combat Aircraft
(MMRCA), but the project
did not go through.

In 2015, the Modi govern-
ment had announced a gov-
ernment-to-government
deal for 36 Rafale fighters
amid the rapidly declining
squadron strength of the IAF.
The IAF currently operates
these Rafale jets.

“The Defence Acquisition
Council, under the chair-
manship of Defence Minister
Rajnath Singh, accorded Ac-
ceptance of Necessity (AoN)
for various proposals of the
Services at an estimated
value of about Rs 3.60 lakh
crore,” the defence ministry
said.

single hegemon from taking
over or imposing coercive
leverage on the region.”

“So an India that is able to
be independent and pre-
serve its freedom of action
takes a huge swath of the
Indo-Pacific off of China’s
plate. And almost by defini-
tion, it prevents it from be-
coming the dominant power
in the region,” Kapur said.

Asked whether China has
a true blue-water navy,
Kapur, who has taught at the
Naval War College and was
also a visiting professor at
Stanford University, said:
“They (Chinese) have blue-
water capabilities.”

TMC, BJP at loggerheads
over Vande Mataram issue

Vande Mataram, the song
written by Bankim Chandra
Chatterjee in 1875, which
later became a rallying cry
for Indian freedom fighters,
has triggered reactions in
poll-bound West Bengal.

West Bengal education
minister Bratya Basu ad-
dressing a press conference
claimed that the Hindu out-
fits including Rashtriya
Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS)
don't like Nobel Laureate
Rabindranath Tagore.

The senior TMC leader
said the party had no objec-
tion to highlighting Bankim
Chandra's contribution, but
alleged that the move was an
attempt to ‘belittle’ Tagore.

"By insisting that Vande
Mataram must be sung be-
fore Jana Gana Mana, they
are trying to create a hier-

archy. In the process, Rabin-
dranath has been insulted,”
Basu said, adding that cer-
tain communal forces had
historically been uncomfort-
able with Tagore's inclusive
and secular worldview.

Another state minister,
Chandrima Bhattacharya,
took a swipe at Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi, recal-
ling that he had once
referred to Bankim Chandra
as “Bankim-da” in Parlia-
ment.

“Is this an attempt to
apply balm to that wound?”
she asked.

Bhattacharya also linked
the timing of the order to
the impending Assembly
polls, claiming the directive
would be forgotten once
Mamata Banerjee becomes
Chief Minister for the fourth
time.

Gangster carrying
Rs 50,000 reward
killed by police

A Rs 50,000 rewarded criminal
was killed in an encounter with
the police in Budhana area of
Muzaffarnagar in the early
hours of Thursday. Two po-
licemen were injured in the ex-
change of fire, while the
accuseds accomplice managed
to escape.

According to Superintendent
of Police Sanjay Kumar Verma,
a joint team of Budhana, Titavi
and Shahpur police stations was
conducting checks around 3am
when they spotted two bike-
borne suspects. When the po-
lice signalled them to stop, the
men allegedly opened fire.

The police retaliated, during
which the Rs 50,000 rewarded
criminal Amjad, a resident of
Harsoli village in Shahpur po-
lice station area, was injured.
His accomplice fled from the

spot.
Amjad was taken to the Bud-
hana Community Health

Centre, where doctors declared
him brought dead. Police said

he was an inter-state criminal
with around 40 cases registered
against him across Meerut,
Bijnor, Muzaffarnagar, Saharan-
pur, Shamli, Baghpat and Gha-
ziabad districts under charges
including murder, robbery,
theft and the Gangsters Act. He
was also wanted in two robbery
cases registered at Budhana po-
lice station.

In the encounter, Sub Inspec-
tor Sandeep of Budhana police
station and constable Ashfaq
sustained injuries and have
been admitted to hospital. A
bullet also hit the bulletproof
jacket of SP Rural Aditya Bansal
and his vehicle during the firing,
police said.

Police recovered a pistol, a
carbine, some jewellery and
documents from the spot. A
search operation has been
launched to trace the abscond-
ing accomplice.

Rajasthan govt hints at
scrapping Right to Health
Act; uproar in Assembly

Congress leader Ashok

Gehlot on Thursday strongly
criticised the Bhajanlal gov-
ernment's stance on the
Right to Health Act, calling
state Health Minister Gajen-
dra Singh Khinvsar’s state-
ment in the Assembly
"condemnable and insensi-
tive" to the poor and middle
class.

In a statement, former
Chief Minister Gehlot said
the minister's remark that
there was no need’ for the
Right to Health Act rubbed
salt into the wounds of
families already burdened by
rising medical expenses.

Gehlot's statement came
soon after the issue triggered
uproar in the Rajasthan As-
sembly on Thursday. During

Question Hour, Congress
MLA Harimohan Sharma
asked about the status of
rules under the Right to
Health Act.

In response, Health Min-
ister Gajendra Singh
Khinwsar said the Congress
had brought the Act for elec-
toral gains without consult-
ing stakeholders and just
before the Model Code of
Conduct.

The minister said the BJP
government is already imple-
menting the MAA scheme
under which various health
facilities are being provided.

He asserted that the MAA
scheme is comprehensive
and there is no need for the
Right to Health Act, also
questioning why the previous
Congress government did
not make rules under the act
during its tenure.
